This quote suggests she joined the flotilla driven by her Jewish identity and the moral lessons of the
Holocaust — a powerful framing.

Israel's refusal to release her while deporting all other foreign activists suggests:

1. Her Israeli citizenship (by birth) gives Israel legal jurisdiction to hold her
2. Her conversion to Islam may be seen as an aggravating factor by Israeli authorities
3. "Treason" framing — an Israeli-born Jew participating in an anti-blockade flotilla is

treated more harshly than foreign nationals
4. She may face criminal charges under Israeli law, unlike foreign activists who were

simply deported

Zohar's case is the most symbolically charged of all the flotilla activists:

1. Jewish activist detained by Israel — undermines Israel's claim to represent all Jews
2. Convert to Islam — touches on Israel's anxieties about Jewish emigration and conversion
3. Held longer than any other activist — suggests punitive treatment beyond standard

deportation
4. Holocaust framing ("How could the world remain silent?") — powerful moral comparison
5. diplomatic leverage — her continued detention could become a rallying cause for
